Mind you, the
fact that hedgehogs are the favouriteod of badgers must be having a huge
impact.

The same fence hole will naturally let through the rabbits though. Ahem. Win
some and lose some!

and badgers. By June you could see quite a bit of barley and wheat damage done
by their trampling around the field margins.

In Sherburn Hill a wildlife group was scheduled to whack Balsam down, as it is
foreign species and squeezes our native species out. Willovdredlithe delicate
meadow cranesbill were everywhere by the start of August. Our happiest sighting
of the summer had to be the Sand Martins, over one hundred in an afterqoon
nesting in the exposed Durham Samdsot far from Old Durham. There are

plenty of sandy walls around Shincliffe, most of them hidden, which is just as well.
These sands were laid down before the Ice Ages, around 250 million years ago
when much of the County was a saddned desert. Sometimes the river cuts
through the sands. Sandavtin nests can be seen clearly in places where sand
has been quarried out decades ago, leaving perfect walls for Sand Martins to take
over.

In Autumn when the leaves are down, look out for Gooseanésrgstly above

Shincliffe Bridge, but also down fratme Sands in Durham. They are pretty big

and the males are easier to see and quite strikingly markiekir numbers have
increased around here over recent years. Much harder to see and only
occasionally spotted are Sandpipers, Dippers and Kingfish&rgey are around
Shincliffe too and also up from Sunderland Bridge and Croxdale.

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FIBRE INTERNET FOINELIFFE VILLAGE

Cabinet 30 located at the top of Hallgarth Street has now been &bedbled. For

this reason, if you enter your phone number into the Infinity Availability Checker
on the BT website, it may say that unlimited faster broadband, which is a fibre
product, is available. However, there have been unexpected technical prolems i
establishing a fibre connection on the telephone lines that are served by Cabinet
30. Until these are resolvedp-one in Shincliffe Village will be able to get fibre.
Work is ongoing at present and Digital Durham are being very active on our behalf
in pressing BT for a solution.

An additional problem is that investigations have shown that some phone lines in
the village do not run from Cabinet 30, but come directly from the exchange.
Unfortunately, these phone lines will not be able to get fibre. Animegr visit is
needed to establish whether a particular line is coming directly from the
exchange.
